Warner Robins High School cordially invites you to attend our twenty-fourth annual Forensics Tournament on October 8-9, 2010.  Policy debate will be held on Friday and Saturday.  Lincoln-Douglas, Public Forum, and Individual Events will be held on Saturday.

Varsity, Junior Varsity, and Novice policy debate will each use the 8-3-5, two-person format with ten minutes prep.  Novice teams will debate both sides of the resolution.  All three divisions of policy debate will compete on FRIDAY AND SATURDAY.  Policy debaters may not double-enter in other events. 


Lincoln-Douglas will use the September-October topic (Resolved: States ought not possess nuclear weapons).   Public Forum will use the October topic (Resolved: NATO presence improves the lives of Afghan citizens).  L-D and Public Forum will compete on SATURDAY only.  L-D and Public Forum debaters may not double-enter in any other events.  

DI, HI, Extemp., OO, Duo, and Impromptu contestants may double-enter in other I.E.'s but not in PF, L-D, or policy.  Impromptu speakers will have a total of seven minutes each round to prepare and speak.  Individual Events speakers will compete on SATURDAY only.  I.E. students will have five rounds.  

Student Congress will be available Friday night for I.E., Lincoln-Douglas, and Public Forum students.
